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Happenings in the Glens  
 
Developer (Olympia Homes) is proposing 
the construction of a 4-storey apartment 
building to be located on 180 MacFarlane 
(corner of Briggs and MacFarlane). The 
proposal calls for 43 units, underground 50-
car garage and 17 visitors parking. 
 

 
 
A Glens Community Association (GCA) 
Open House was held on March 21st and 
created quite a stir. Many thanks to Raj 
Dayal of Briggs for hosting the meeting in his 
building on Deakin St. The meeting was 
attended by about 65 residents, Councillors 
Jan Harder and Gord Hunter and developer 
planners. Jan advocated compromise while 
Gord stressed the need to negotiate a 
mutually agreeable proposal (different 
zoning, lowering the height or number of 
units). The Planners indicated that the 
density is dictated by the profitability issue. 
Neighbours questioned the planners, 
wondering about their limited knowledge 
about the community issues and character 
and raised concerns with respect to water 
supply, contamination, and traffic. Liability 
issues were stressed and the need to clearly 
define responsibility if the development 
adversely affects water supply or 
contaminates abutting wells.  Infill guidelines 
state that new housing should reflect the 
existing or planned pattern of development 
in terms of height, front, rear, and side yard 
setbacks and should recognize local lot 
sizes including lot width, scale and 
proportions. The Planner’s presentation 
sounded more like a marketing pitch, 
presenting the apartment as an asset to the 
community, stressing the condominium 
desirability and high prices, targeting seniors 
and empty nesters. An observer from the 
Federation of Citizen’s Association, Robert 
Brocklebank, was also on hand. The 
Association (an umbrella group for 

community associations) is actively lobbying the city to end the 
practice of spot rezoning. Please remember this was the first 
meeting. Your Association will continue to oppose the 
development and negotiate with the planners. The issue will be 
a topic at the AGM. Concerns can be expressed to the planner: 

Be sure to send a 
copy of your concerns to the Association. 
 
A new 2,143 square meters warehouse facility with 5 loading 
bays and 72 parking spaces will be constructed on 171 
MacFarlane. The association discussed a number of concerns 
with the planning department. However under the zoning by-
law a warehouse is a permitted use for this lot. For more 
information contact the planner: Marc Rivet, Tel:   580-2424   
ext.

Introducing the Clean Water Act  
 
“Everyone has a right to clean water”. Over 
three million Ontarians rely on groundwater 
for their drinking water (hundreds of 
thousands of water wells across Ontario) 
providing drinking water to private 
residences. The Clean Water Act (Bill 43) is 
making its way through the provincial 
legislature. The Bill (which is expected to be 
passed by the legislature in the spring of 
2006) would give the private wells the same 
level of protection as a municipal supply, by 
protecting aquifers that supply drinking water 
from becoming contaminated or depleted. 
Communities would look at their water 
sources and identify and assess potential 
sources of contamination. Local 
communities would then work together 
through source protection committees to 
decide how to protect the water their 
residents drink. 
 

Call Ottawa at 311 
 
The City of Ottawa is on call to answer your 
questions with one easy number 311. The 
City new service connects residents with its 
"one-stop" Contact Centre, providing 
answers on everything from recreation and 
marriage licenses to recycling and parking. 
 

Glens New R1E Zone 
 
After many months of consultations, the City 
was ready to unveil its new zoning By-law. 
However, its release was postponed at the 
last moment. 
 
GCA main concern is the limited recognition 
of the privately serviced communities in the 
new by-law. The Official Plan recognizes 
that “areas serviced by the private services 
can be subject to unique operational 
problems that can result in health and 
environmental concerns”. The Plan further 
states that “environmentally sensitive 
planning should recognize that change 
occurring through small steps may have 
large and unplanned cumulative effect”. 
Sadly, the latest zoning proposal still does 
not afford us much protection nor recognizes 

our uniqueness, care about the health and welfare nor 
addresses the cumulative effects of intensification. More 
permissive zoning (allowing rooming homes, secondary 
dwelling, group homes etc.) is not accompanied by the needed 
regulations ensuring that those facilities, if allowed, are subject 
to approval by the City of Ottawa, to provide opportunity to 
review water quality and servicing capacity.  
 
Glen’s submission to the advisory committee outlining several 
concerns resulted in additional explanations regarding 
conversions. Any conversion that results in the creation of a 
group home, retirement home, converted rooming house, 
converted dwelling or shelter must be serviced with public 
sewer and water, except in the RU-Rural Countryside, VM –
Village Mixed Use, V3 – Village Residential Third Density, and 
AG-Agricultural Zones where such uses may be permitted, if 
listed as permitted uses, on private services approved by the 
City of Ottawa where public services are not available. You’ll 
note that none of the urban Residential Zones are listed as 
permitting these uses on private services.   This would have 
effect in the Glens Community. Furthermore, Section 156 
states that: “lots serviced by private services may require lot 
sizes larger than that necessary to meet zone provisions in 
order to accommodate the servicing systems capable of 
handling the increased levels of water consumption and 
sewage generation that may be associated with these uses. 
Despite any other provision of this by-law, retirement homes, 
converted and rooming houses, converted are prohibited on 
lands zoned R1E (the Glens) and developed with private 
services. 
 
The draft new zoning by-law will permit rooming houses, 
converted in the low density Residential zones, only if the use 
is located on a lot fronting on and having direct vehicular 
access to an Arterial or Major Collector Road (Merivale), such 
roads of which reflect the Official Plan Schedule E and will be 
shown on the draft new zoning by-law as Schedule 3 – Urban 
Road Network.  This means that rooming houses, converted 
are prohibited on local roads. The City is currently undertaking 
a new Rooming House Licensing By-law.   
 
The community has concerns with the Section 56 (1) and (2) of 
the new by-law stating that “no land can be used or the 
intensity of any use of land expanded or any building placed, 
erected, altered, enlarged, or used within the public service 
area of the City of Ottawa unless the land is serviced by 
municipal water, sewerage and drainage systems that have 
adequate capacity. However, despite above subsections, 
where municipal water, sewerage and drainage systems are 
not available, private services approved by the City of Ottawa 
are permitted.  
 
Finally, the Glens request that the City take steps to extend 
zoning by-law to provide private wellhead protection was 
noted, and various staff has been discussing this particular 
concern.

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On the Move 
 
The Rideau Valley Conservation Authority 
(RVCA) is moving from Manotick to Beryl 
Gaffney Park in summer 2007. RVCA’s 
mandate has changed over the years to 
focus entirely on environmental protection of 
the Rideau Valley watershed, particularly the 
long term health of the Rideau River and its 
tributaries.  
 

Environmental Study  
 
Recognizing that natural areas contribute to 
community enjoyment, public health, 
property value, and a sense of place, the 
City is conducting a study that will result in a 
reliable and up-to-date base of ecological 
information about urban natural areas. If you 
are interested in urban natural areas of the 
City of Ottawa, contact: Barb Gray, 
Environmental Planner, City of Ottawa, at 
580-2424, ext.

Smoke Alarms - I t's the Law! 
 
As of March 1, 2006 you must have a 
working smoke detector outside every 
sleeping area and on every floor of your 
home including the basement. If your smoke 
detector is more than 10 years old, you have 
to replace it. Fines range from $325 up to 
$25,000. It is also against the law to disable 
a smoke alarm.  
 

10-digit dialing is here 
 
Ten-digit dialing for the 613 and 810 area 
codes will become mandatory on all types of 
phones - business, residential and cell 
phones - as of October 21st  in order to allow 
for more phone numbers. As of June 17th, if 
you dial a local call without the area code 
you©ll get a recorded message.  Residents 
will need to update preprogrammed 
equipment (fax machines, computer 
modems, pagers and home security 
systems).  
 

Healthy Lawn Care  
 
Mow high! Three inches is the best height 
to keep grass roots cool in the heat and to 
shade out weeds.  
Water deeply and seldom. This will create 
grass roots that are deeper and stronger. An 
inch of water a week is a good starting point.  
 

Mulch the clippings when you mow, don©t rake or collect the 
clippings after mowing, just leave them on the lawn. This works 
if you cut no more than 1/3 of the grass at a time. It©s a good 
idea to mow a bit more often, perhaps every 5 days in the 
summer. By leaving the clippings, you will also reduce the 
need for fertilizer by 30%.  
Aerate and over seed! Grass roots need air to work properly.  
Use nematodes to manage white grub populations. The 
nematodes need to be applied to a moist lawn and when 
temperatures are above 15C average. An early application in 
the season and one later in August, is a good plan.
